We do this with a variety of activities including community event fundraising and charity sales that help build on the great community our school has.
Last year we managed to raise a total of £30,456 & I’ll leave it to our treasurer Ian to fill you in on all the ways we have raised this money and what it’s been spent it over the last year.
Our challenge for 2026 is the playground equipment, you may have been told by the kids or seen our posters that the pirate ship has finally sunk & most of the trim trail is beyond repair with it no longer useable, we have had a company come out & they are in the process of making a couple of designs for us that the school pupil council will then discus & vote on. Unfortunately to get everything we want & need the cost is looking around £45,000. Now this does seem a huge task but I’m sure with your support by attending our events, paying via our donation scheme, getting local business to sponsor & even working on applying for grants that we can get this amount raised & a new playground fit for all the pupils needs built in no time.  
Helping us raise funds doesn’t have to be by you turning up at our events there are lots of much easier ways where you don’t even have to leave the house! You can sign up for the easyfundrasing website which when shopping on hundreds of retailers they will donate a percentage of the sale to our school, including some supermarkets if you order online deliveries and so far this year we have raised over by people doing this so please do sign up & get all the family to do the same.  We also have a school lottery that runs every week through my school lottery website, you can set up a monthly donation that buys tickets from £1 a week and there’s a weekly prize of which will go up for every extra ticket purchased. All these events would not be possible without the tireless work of our committee members and the many parents and carers that give up some time to help run our events whether that be on the day manning a stall or quietly in the background putting up posters around the village for our events like this one.
